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Calling notice - Firefighters National Rally and Lobby of Parliament, 21% October Central Hall,

Over 1,000 fire fighters and officers from across the UK are expected to attend a rally and lobby of
Parliament on Wednesday 21* October.

The lobby will centre on:

concerns over the closure of all emergency fire control rooms in England (a £1.4 billion IT project
called FireControl which is years late, dogged by technical problems and massively over-budget;

concerns about a growing list of cuts to frontline fire services while corporate and senior
management jobs have been expanding rapidly;

The key findings of a YouGov poll of over 1,800 FBU members;
Concerns over the threat to sack 744 firefighters in South Yorkshire.

A press conference will take place between 10.30—11.15 in Central Hall, Storey’s Gate, Westminster
on 21* October, prior to a rally and lobby of Parliament by firefighters from around the UK.

General Secretary of the Fire Brigades Union, Matt Wrack will be speaking on the main issues; cuts
to frontline services and the fire control project.
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
